A total of 115 small mouth black
bass was caught by 30 members of
the Allied Sportsmen’s Association of
Western New York in Lake Erie yes-
terday. The group took off from the
Harbor Turnpike in eight boats. In
addition to the bass they collected a
variety of other fish, but Harold
(Red) Overdorf termed. the bass the
prize collection.

‘provisos that should be added to the
code in order to glve it a flexibility
to meet the ends of justice.
~ “The scope of the Allled Sportsmen
is 50 big that it Is bound, eventually,
o unify the efforts of every large
‘nr small club within the limits of
the state,” predicts Parzons

“Only ik this alliance will sports-
men of the state do away with present
distressing restrictions. If you, as an
individual, will join the Allied Sports-
