—Shooting must be conduct-
ed within any four-hour period
between 9 AM and 10 PM as
submitted on the license appli-

—NO RANGE may install
more than nine fields, with no
more than five fields operating
at one time,

—No new firing ranges shall
be located in any residential or
business district or within 2500
feet of any residential district,
church, cemetery, school or
any area where it is deemed by
the Town Board that a range
would be detrimental to the
public interest and welfare,
